Instructor Contract

AGREEMENT

I, the undersigned, as an instructor for Pete Pidgeon Music School, hereby have read, agree to and understand the terms described in this contract.  I will only be entitled to teach or contact students referred to me by Pete Pidgeon Music School or accept the incentives and payments mentioned in this contract if I have signed this contract and it has been received by Pete Pidgeon Music School.  This contract will void and replace all other contracts I have signed with Pete Pidgeon Music School in the past as of the date this contract has been signed.

I hereby agree that the I am not an employee of Pete Pidgeon Music School.

This contract is binding per the laws of the state of Massachusetts.  No amendments may be made to this Agreement unless in writing.  This agreement is the entire agreement between the parties.

WAGES

I will be paid directly by each student I teach upon completion of each lesson.  I will not receive any payments from Pete Pidgeon Music School unless in the form of a bonus or reimbursement.  I will be paid thirty-seven (37) dollars and fifty (50) cents for each one (1) hour lesson I teach.  I will be paid thirty-two dollars (32) and fifty (50) cents for each forty-five (45) minute lesson I teach.  I will be paid twenty-seven (27) dollars and fifty (50) cents for each thirty (30) minute lesson I teach.

RAISES

In the event that I teach between six (6) and ten (10) weekly students who are enrolled in Pete Pidgeon Music School, I will be given a two (2) dollar raise for each of my sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth students taking weekly, one-hour lessons or a one (1) dollar raise if said student is taking forty-five-minute or thirty-minute lessons.  The rate for my first five (5) students will not change.

In the event that I teach eleven (11) or more weekly students who are enrolled in Pete Pidgeon Music School, I will be given an additional two (2) dollar raise for my eleventh student and each of any additional students who increase my roster above eleven (11) students regardless of their lesson length.  The rate for my first ten (10) students will not change.

I will be compensated accordingly by Pete Pidgeon Music School directly for any raises at the time I accept an enrolled student who is the sixth or greater on my roster.  This raise will be compensated each time said student re-enrolls provided my roster is at six or more students at the time of re-enrollment.  Raises will not remain in effect if my roster drops below six students at the completion of said student’s enrollment.  I will never ask any of my students for a raise.
Bi-weekly students who take lessons every two (2) weeks will be considered as one-half of a student on my roster count which determines how many weekly students I teach.  Students who take lessons with more than a fourteen-day gap between any of the lessons in their four-lesson block will not be included on my roster count.  Students taking lessons in durations longer than one hour will be considered as one student on my roster count.

ADDITIONAL BONUSES, PAYMENTS, REIMBURSEMENTS AND RAISES

Any additional bonuses, raises, payments and reimbursements to the ones stated in this contract will be considered on a case by case basis at the discretion of Pete Pidgeon Music School.

SCHEDULING

Prior to each student’s purchase of a deposit for a four-lesson block, I will be provided by email with the dates that the four lessons are due to occur.  I will either agree to give instruction on all of the dates listed or reply to the email with a list of alternate dates, within four weeks following the first lesson of the block, that the student will be able to choose from.  The student will then select the dates that work best for them and they will purchase a deposit for a four-lesson block or ask that additional dates be offered.  This process will continue until the student purchases a deposit for a four-lesson block.  If I do not reply to an email sent to me requesting confirmation of any student’s potential lesson dates for a pending four-week block within seven (7) days of the date said email was sent, Pete Pidgeon Music School reserves the right to re-assign said student to another instructor.

RESCHEDULING

Should I need to reschedule any of the lessons I agree to in the four-lesson block after the student has purchased a deposit for said block, I will need to reschedule the lesson for any date prior to the seventh day following the last lesson in said block.  If I am unable to reschedule the lesson to any day prior to the seventh day following the last lesson in said block, I will have the deposit amount for the lesson subtracted from my payment for the first lesson of the student’s next four-lesson block.  Deposits per lesson are traditionally, but no limited to, seventeen (17) dollars and fifty (50) cents for one-hour lessons and twelve (12) dollars and fifty (50) cents for forty-five minute and thirty-minute lessons.  It will be my responsibility to confirm the exact dollar amount of said student’s weekly deposit amount from Pete Pidgeon Music School or said student.

In the event that my student needs to reschedule one of the lessons in their four-lesson block after having purchased the deposit for said block, it will be my responsibility to reschedule said lesson for a day prior to the seventh day following the last lesson in said block.  If I am unable to accommodate their request to have said lesson rescheduled prior to the seventh day following the last lesson in said block, I will not be penalized.  The student’s deposit for said lesson will not be refunded or credited.

STUDENT CANCELLATIONS

In the event that my student cancels a lesson within twenty-four hours prior to said lesson’s start time, or if my student does not show up to said lesson, I will not be required to reschedule the lesson and may request that the student promptly mail a check for the amount of my weekly payment for said student to my address or I may ask to receive my weekly payment for said lesson at my next date of instruction with said student.  It will be my option to reschedule any of the aforementioned lessons.  If I choose to reschedule any of the aforementioned lessons, I will need to reschedule their lesson for a day prior to the seventh day following the last lesson in said student’s four-lesson block active at the time of said lesson.  If I cannot reschedule said lesson in said time frame, the lesson will not be rescheduled and I will receive the method of reimbursement for said lesson mentioned above.

MISSED LESSONS

Should I not arrive at a scheduled lesson with one my students for any reason, I will have the amount of the student’s deposit for the missed lesson subtracted from my payment for my next lesson with said student.  Should said lesson be the last lesson that said student takes with Pete Pidgeon Music School or if said lesson precedes a period of more than fourteen (14) days before said student’s next lesson, I will be responsible for reimbursing said student with the amount of the student’s deposit for said lesson immediately.  It will be my responsibility to request the exact dollar amount of said student’s weekly deposit from Pete Pidgeon Music School or said student.  Not arriving at a scheduled lesson with one my students for the second time within three hundred and sixty-five (365) days of the first of said lessons, may be considered grounds for termination.

If I have been paid by said student in advance for said lesson, I will return the funds given to me for said lesson to my student.  I may not waive the lesson and keep payment for said lesson to be used towards a future lesson.  My schedule with said student will continue as agreed upon by the student’s invoice received prior to payment for the four-lesson block in session at the time of said missed lesson.

It will be my student’s option to reschedule any lessons I miss in lieu of accepting a refund of their deposit and lesson payment (if applicable).  My student’s will never be required to reschedule or make up any lessons I miss.  If my student asks me to reschedule a lesson I have missed, said lesson will need to be rescheduled for a date prior to the seventh day following the last lesson in said student’s four-lesson block.

DISPUTES AND ALTERCATIONS

Any disputes or altercations of any kind between me and my students shall be handled by Pete Pidgeon Music School and not by me.  It is my responsibility to refer any disputes to Pete Pidgeon Music School.  Involving myself in a dispute or altercation that results in negative feedback from my student may be considered by Pete Pidgeon Music School as grounds for my termination.

STUDENT FINANCES/ ENROLLMENT

All enrollment, re-enrollment in subsequent four-lesson plans, or any other booking or financial matter must be handled directly between the student and Pete Pidgeon Music School.  I may not involve myself in any way with any of the aforementioned matters.  Any attempts to lure my student away from Pete Pidgeon Music School to teach them privately or request that they alter my rates in any way may be considered grounds for termination.

REFERALS

I will receive a raise in the amount of half the student’s weekly deposit, after any fees, should I be asked by my student or my student’s family or guardian to teach another person who would like to receive instruction.  It will be my responsibility to contact Pete Pidgeon Music School about the referral student so that they can be enrolled in the school by Pete Pidgeon Music School and so that I may receive my raise for said student.  Should one of my students or my student’s family or guardian contact Pete Pidgeon Music School directly without first having contacted me about a referral student, I will not receive said referral bonus.  Any acceptance of students referred to me by my student or my student’s family or guardian without notifying Pete Pidgeon Music School may be considered grounds for termination.

RESTRICTIONS

I am not restricted in any way from teaching in any areas, from teaching for any other school, or from teaching private lessons that I have found on my own who were not referred to me by one of my students or my student’s family or guardian.

TERMINATION

Should I wish to terminate my association with Pete Pidgeon Music School, or be terminated by Pete Pidgeon Music School, I understand that instruction to all students on my roster will also be terminated.  All students on my roster will be re-assigned to another Pete Pidgeon Music School instructor.  

I am restricted by this contract from teaching any student that I have taught while a member of the Pete Pidgeon Music School teaching staff following my termination with Pete Pidgeon Music School without being rehired to the Pete Pidgeon Music School staff.  Pete Pidgeon Music School reserves the right to decline my offer to be re-assigned to any of my previous students following my rehire to the Pete Pidgeon Music School staff.
Should I wish to terminate my association with Pete Pidgeon Music School, I agree to give Pete Pidgeon Music School notice of my termination no less that fourteen (14) days prior to the last lesson I have agreed to teach of all the students’ four-lesson blocks on my roster.

Pete Pidgeon Music School reserves the right to terminate my association with Pete Pidgeon Music School for any reason at any time.

RE-ASSIGNMENT

Should I wish to discontinue instruction with any of the students on my roster I agree to give Pete Pidgeon Music School notice of said wish no less than 14 days prior to the last lesson in said student’s four-lesson block active at the time of said wish.  I am required to complete all lessons in said student’s four-lesson block prior to any re-assignment or discontinuation of instruction with said student.  Should I provide Pete Pidgeon Music School with any less than fourteen (14) days notice prior to the last lesson in said student’s four-lesson block active at the time of said wish, I will be required to continue teaching said student until either Pete Pidgeon Music School relieves me of teaching said student or I have completed teaching said student’s next four-lesson block following said wish.  If I do not give the aforementioned notice, and do not teach the aforementioned additional lessons resulting from not providing said notice, I will be required to reimburse said student’s weekly deposit, and weekly payment if I have been paid in advance, for each of said lessons I do not teach.

LEAVE

Should I be aware that I will be unavailable for any more than six (6) consecutive days, it is my responsibility to contact Pete Pidgeon Music School four (4) weeks in advance of the first of said unavailable days.  I also agree to inform Pete Pidgeon Music School of my unavailability on any days of the week on which I usually teach any student.  This will diminish scheduling conflicts when scheduling dates for a student’s four-lesson block.

WAIVED LESSONS

Complete cancellation of remaining lessons in a student’s four-lesson block shall only be granted by Pete Pidgeon Music School if Pete Pidgeon Music School has deemed my termination be effective immediately, or in the event of extreme circumstances such as disability, long-term health conditions, or pertinent legal matters on the part of either my own or any of my students.  All of my student’s four-lesson blocks must be completed before I may be voluntarily terminated.  Should I quit my association with Pete Pidgeon Music School and do not teach the remaining lessons in my student’s four-lesson blocks, I will be required to pay Pete Pidgeon Music School the total amount of the weekly deposits associated with said lessons and return any funds for lessons I have received from said students for lessons that I have not yet taught.

TAXES

I understand that my income is funds received directly from my students.  I am responsible for completing my own taxes based on said funds and will not look to Pete Pidgeon Music School to be involved in my taxation of said funds.  Pete Pidgeon Music School is a referral service.  Should I receive total annual bonuses meeting or exceeding the amount the IRS deems taxable payments to an individual by Pete Pidgeon Music School, I may be presented with a tax form which I will be required to complete and return to Pete Pidgeon Music School by the deadline(s) associated with said form.
