Student Contract

AGREEMENT

I, the undersigned, as a student or guardian of a student of Pete Pidgeon Music School, hereby have read, agree to and understand the terms described in this contract.  Instruction will only be received from Pete Pidgeon Music School once I have signed this contract and it has been received by Pete Pidgeon Music School.  This contract will void and replace all other contracts I have signed with Pete Pidgeon Music School in the past as of the date this contract has been signed.

I hereby agree that the I am not an employee of Pete Pidgeon Music School.

This contract is binding per the laws of the state of Massachusetts.  No amendments may be made to this Agreement unless in writing.  This agreement is the entire agreement between the parties.

RATES
The total cost for each bi-weekly, thirty-minute lesson shall be forty (40) dollars.  Lessons are purchased in blocks of two, consecutive, bi-weekly lessons.  Payment for the lessons shall be as follows.  Twelve dollars and fifty cents ($12.50) of each of two said lessons, a total of twenty-five (25) dollars, shall be paid to Pete Pidgeon Music School upon acceptance of each block of two lessons.  The remaining twenty-seven dollars and fifty cents ($27.50) of each lesson shall be paid directly to my instructor immediately following the completion of each lesson.  Although discouraged, I may pay my instructor in advance for as many lessons as I wish.

INITIAL ENROLLMENT

To begin receiving instruction from Pete Pidgeon Music School, I will need to have completed the following three steps:

First, I will need to send an email to Pete@PetePidgeonMusicSchool.com with the following information:

- My name and student's name(s) if different than my own

- The best email address(es) for Pete Pidgeon Music School to reach me

- The best phone number(s) for Pete Pidgeon Music School to reach me

- My availability for each day of the week including the earliest time my lesson can begin and the 

latest time my lesson can end

- The mailing address at which my instruction will take place

- The instrument for which my lessons are desired

- The earliest date I would prefer to schedule my first lesson with Pete Pidgeon Music School

- How I initially heard about Pete Pidgeon Music School

Second, I will need to print out this contract, sign and complete the final page and mail it to: Pete Pidgeon, c/o Pete Pidgeon Music School, 439 First Street, 2R, Brooklyn, NY  11215.

Third, I will need to set up my deposit payments account over the phone by calling Pete Pidgeon Music School toll free at (877) 353-7766.  I understand that I will only be able to set up my deposit payments account with a major credit card (Visa, Master Card, Discover or American Express).

Once all three said steps have been completed, I will be free to begin receiving instruction from Pete Pidgeon Music School.

SCHEDULING

Purchasing a deposit for a two-lesson block is due confirmation that I agree to two lessons in within twenty-seven (27) days of the first lesson in said two-lesson block.  If I am unable to meet this condition, I agree to make arrangements by following the guidelines presented in this contract.

LEAVE

Should I be aware that I will be unavailable for any more than thirteen (13) consecutive days or be unavailable on any days of the week on which I usually receive instruction it will be my responsibility to contact Pete Pidgeon Music School by phone (877-353-7766) or email (pete@petepidgeonmusicschool.com) any day prior to the commencement of the four-week block containing said leave.  Informing your instructor is not considered due notification.  Should said four-week block begin without said notification, I will be responsible for rescheduling any missed lessons by following the guidelines presented in this contract.

RESCHEDULING

Should I need to reschedule any of the lessons in any two-lesson block to which I have purchased a deposit, it will be my responsibility to inform my instructor, not Pete Pidgeon Music School, no less than twenty-four (24) hours prior to the start time of said lesson.  There is no guarantee that I will be able to reschedule my lesson but I understand that my instructor will do everything they can to accommodate my needs.  I will need to reschedule any of said lessons for any date prior to the fourteenth day following the last lesson in said block.  If I am unable to reschedule said lesson to any day prior to the fourteenth day following the last lesson in said block, I will not have the deposit amount for said lesson refunded or credited and I will need to pay my instructor their bi-weekly payment of twenty-seven dollars and fifty cents ($27.50) at the beginning of my next date of instruction with said instructor.  If said missed lesson was my last lesson to be taken with Pete Pidgeon Music School or there are due to be more than fourteen (14) days before the start of my next two-lesson block, I will need to make said payment to said instructor directly within seven days following said missed lesson.

In the event that my instructor needs to reschedule any of the lessons in any two-lesson block to which I have purchased a deposit, it will said instructor’s responsibility to reschedule said lesson with me for a day prior to the fourteenth day following the last lesson in said block.  If I am unable to accommodate said instructor’s rescheduling request, I will not be penalized.  I will deduct the amount of my bi-weekly deposit of twelve dollars and fifty cents ($12.50), and bi-weekly payment of twenty-seven dollars and fifty cents ($27.50) if I have paid said instructor in advance, from said instructor’s bi-weekly payment at the completion of my next date of instruction with said instructor.  If said missed lesson was my last lesson to be taken with Pete Pidgeon Music School or there are due to be more than fourteen (14) days before the start of my next two-lesson block, said instructor will be responsible for reimbursing any said funds to me directly.

CANCELLATIONS

In the event that I do not show up to any lesson or cancel or request the rescheduling of any lesson within twenty-four (24) hours of said lesson, I will not have my deposit for said lesson returned or credited and I will be responsible for paying the instructor for said lesson their bi-weekly payment of twenty-seven dollars and fifty cents ($27.50).  In said event, the dollar amount of said lesson will either be promptly mailed by check or money order to said instructor’s address or paid to said instructor at the beginning of my next lesson with said instructor.  Said choice will be made by said instructor.  My schedule with said instructor will continue bi-weekly without interruption.

MISSED LESSONS

Should my instructor not arrive to a scheduled lesson for any reason, I will subtract the amount of the bi-weekly deposit for said missed lesson, and amount of the bi-weekly lesson payment if I have paid for said missed lesson in advance, from my payment to said instructor upon completion of my next lesson with said instructor.  My schedule with said instructor will continue bi-weekly without interruption.  If said missed lesson was my last lesson to be taken with Pete Pidgeon Music School or there are due to be more than fourteen (14) days before the start of my next two-lesson block, said instructor will be responsible for reimbursing any said funds to me directly.

It will be my option to reschedule any lessons missed by my instructor in lieu of accepting a refund of their deposit, and their lesson payment if applicable.  I will never be required to reschedule or make up any lessons missed by my instructor.  If I prefer to have said missed lesson rescheduled, said lesson will need to be rescheduled for a date prior to the fourteenth day following the last lesson in my two-lesson block active at the time of said missed lesson.

RE-ASSIGNMENT

Should I wish to have my lessons re-assigned to a different instructor for any reason, I may request such a re-assignment at any time.  However, I must give Pete Pidgeon Music School notice of said wish no less than fourteen (14) days prior to the lesson for which I wish to receive instruction from a new instructor.  Should I supply less than fourteen (14) days notice for said wish, I will need to complete the lesson which follows said notice with my current instructor and expect a new instructor on the following date of instruction.

CONTINUING INSTRUCTION

Every twenty-eight (28) days from the date of the first lesson in my first block of lessons (first 4-week term), my deposit payment subscription will automatically renew until I call Pete Pidgeon Music School toll free at (877) 353-7766 to cancel my deposit payments account.  Said cancellation will end lessons with the instructor assigned to me by Pete Pidgeon Music School effective at the completion of the block active at the time of cancellation.

REFERRALS

All referrals for having my instructor teach friends, associates or family should be done directly with Pete Pidgeon Music School and not directly with my instructor.

DISPUTES AND ALTERCATIONS

Should I have any dispute or altercation of any kind with my instructor, I shall refer said dispute or altercation to Pete Pidgeon Music School immediately.  All enrollments, re-enrollments in subsequent two-lesson plans, or any other booking or financial matter must be handled directly between me and Pete Pidgeon Music School.  Instructors are not given jurisdiction to make changes to policies in this or their contract.  Instructors are not responsible for relaying any information to Pete Pidgeon Music School of any kind.  Please contact Pete Pidgeon Music School directly with any correspondence.

VICTIMIZATION

Should my instructor feel that I have victimized them in any way, Pete Pidgeon Music School will conduct an investigation with all parties involved.  Victimization includes but is not limited to sexual harassment, assault, extortion, defamatory remarks involving race, religion or nationality, and destruction of property.  Should Pete Pidgeon Music School find that I have indeed victimized my instructor, any remaining lessons in my two-lesson block will be cancelled and I will be required to pay Pete Pidgeon Music School forty (40) dollars for each remaining lesson within seven days following the last lesson in said two-lesson block and receive no future instruction from Pete Pidgeon Music School or any of its instructors.  Any such event may be tried in a court of law by any party involved in said event.

END OF SERVICE

Should I wish to no longer receive instruction from Pete Pidgeon Music School, I understand that my instructor will be barred from teaching me in the future without first being re-hired to the Pete Pidgeon Music School staff.

Should I wish to no longer receive instruction from Pete Pidgeon Music School, I agree to give Pete Pidgeon Music School notice of no less than fourteen (14) days prior to the last lesson I have agreed to receive in my two-lesson block active at the time of said wish.  I will only be able to end instruction with Pete Pidgeon Music School after the completion of said two-lesson block.  Should I be unable to or wish not to complete the remainder of said two-lesson block, I will be required to make a forty (40) dollar payment to Pete Pidgeon Music School for each remaining lesson in said two-lesson block.  This amount will be due to be received by Pete Pidgeon Music School no less than seven (7) days following the date of the last lesson in said two-lesson block.

TERMINATION

Pete Pidgeon Music School reserves the right to terminate my enrollment at any time for any reason.  Should Pete Pidgeon Music School wish to terminate my enrollment for any reason other than one mentioned in this contract, I will receive a refund in the amount of the bi-weekly deposit for each remaining lesson in my two-lesson block active at the time of my termination.  If I had paid my instructor in advance for said lessons, my instructor will be responsible for refunding the payment for each of said lessons.

WAIVED LESSONS

Complete cancellation of remaining lessons in my two-lesson block shall only be granted by Pete Pidgeon Music School in the event of extreme circumstances such as disability, long-term health conditions, or pertinent legal matters.  Such a cancellation will be made at the discretion of Pete Pidgeon Music School.

ADDITIONS

Additions to this contract may be made in the future but not without written acceptance by me and Pete Pidgeon Music School.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT
